Eligibility for Migrant Students
Migrant Classification 

Any child age 3 to 21 who has not yet graduated from high school nor obtained a GED and has moved from one school district to another in the past 3 years to enable the child or a parent, guardian, or spouse to seek or obtain agricultural or fishing work.  This work must be temporary or seasonal and it must play an important part in providing a living for the worker and his or her family.

Qualifying Agricultural or Fishing Work 

Work that prepares an agricultural or fishing product for initial commercial sale (this excludes all retail-level activities) such as the activities listed here:

Employment related to agricultural or fishing activities that is not permanent and usually lasts no longer than 12 months, or an activity that has a clearly defined beginning and end (such as digging ditches or building fences).
